The Church, "in the course of the year … unfolds the whole mystery of Christ from his Incarnation and Nativity through his Ascension, to Pentecost and 
the expectation of the blessed hope of the coming of the Lord" (Catechism of the Catholic Church 1194).  The Liturgical year invites us to walk through the 
life of Christ annually.  Our journey begins the first Sunday of Advent. 
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Advent: a 4-week season of 
expectant waiting to commemorate 
the birth of Christ 

Ordinary time: between Baptism 
of the Lord and Ash Wednesday 
– it centers on the public 
ministry of Jesus.  This year we 
focus on the Gospel of Matthew 

Christmas Season:  
the time we celebrate the 

Incarnation - it lasts from Christmas 
Day until the Baptism of the Lord 

 

Pentecost:  the end of the 
Easter Season- the birthday of 
the Church 

Feast of Christ the King – last Sunday of the Church year 

Easter Season: the 50-day 
season of rejoicing in the 
resurrection of Jesus – the 
season lasts from the Easter 
vigil until the Feast of 
Pentecost

 (Since Dec 8 falls on a Sunday, no obligation 2020) 

December 25 - Christmas 

January 1 – Solemnity of Mary the Mother of God 

August 15 – Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary  

 (Saturday, no obligation 2020) 

November 1 – All Saints Day 
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
